From Nancy Colin at United Way --

I need your help in recruiting some very important volunteers for the coming tax season.  United Way is in its second year of an initiative called C.A.S.H. (Creating Assets, Savings and Hope).  This program will offer free tax preparation and filing to low income families who are eligible for the Earned Income Tax Credit.  Often these families are paying a tax prep fee plus interest on "refund anticipation" loans.  We hope to save them both of these expenses and secure the EIC that they deserve.  We are also going to offer some Financial Literacy materials to them to encourage them to save at least a portion of their refund.

 

Volunteers will need to attend six hours of training and pass an online test to be certified.  You can choose from the three offerings below:

January 10th from 9:00 to 12:00 and 1:00 to 4:00

January 12th and 13th from 6:30 to 9:30 

January 14th and 15th from 6:30 to 9:30

We will do the actual filing for families Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday evenings at the United Way building from 5:00 until 8:00 starting January 20th and going until the second week in March.
