TRANSITION TO IFRS

The SEC issued a proposed schedule in November  for adjusting U.S. GAAP to IFRS (International Financial Reporting Standards), but will not make a final decision on transition dates until 2011. The current proposal targets SEC companies to begin using IFRS in 2014.

Deloitte conducted a survey of finance professionals representing 150 SEC companies in a variety of industries this March. 75% of the respondents support the change to IFRS, although 40% of those  surveyed currently have no personnel knowledgable in IFRS. An additional 37% have personnel with limited knowledge and plan to hire personnel educated in IFRS.

If you work for an SEC company or perform audit services for an SEC company, what plans does your employer have to prepare you for the transition? 

If you are not employed by one of the above, you may also choose to educate yourself on IFRS. Accountants who are knowledgeable in IFRS and stay abreast of the U.S. GAAP standards as they change during the next few years will be in great demand in the workforce.
