TREATS for TROOPS

(NOTE:  There are six items that are included in every box – 

cough drops, eye drops, drink mixes, lip balm, hard candy, and chewing gum)

SUGGESTED FOOD ITEMS

~ Bars – protein, high-energy, cereal 

~ Beef jerky/Slim Jims (prepackaged and vacuum sealed)

~ Candy -- NO chocolate unless covered with a shell (such as M&Ms), fruit chews, mints,

   Nerds, Runts, Bottle Caps, Skittles, TicTacs, LifeSavers, lollipops, caramels, etc.

~ Cereal -- any kind, but especially sweetened (they eat them as snacks right from the

   box), instant oatmeal (individual envelopes), flavored grits

~ Lip balm – ChapStick, lip gloss, Carmex (in tubes), Campho-Phenique (in tubes), 

   white/light pink OK for girls (no colors or frosted)

~ Chicken/tuna/turkey (prepacked) or prepacked as salads (in packets)

~ Chips -- Pringles, Stax (both ship well; even small bags of regular chips do not ship well), 

   Fritos Scoops, etc.

~ Corn nuts, French fried onion rings, pistachios (in shell OK), any kind of nuts that are

   easy to shell

~ Crackers – small sealed packages with peanut butter, cheese, etc., packages of Goldfish,

   1 lb. boxes of Cheez-Its, Triscuits, etc.    

   (NOT saltines, as they are available there)

~ Coffee/tea creamers – powdered, any flavor, any brand

~ Drinks -- dry powdered pre-sweetened (Crystal Light, Kool-Aid, etc.), tea bags

~ Fruit snacks (sealed in individual envelopes) -- Fruit-by-the-foot, Heroes, etc.;

   dried fruit in large envelopes (SunMaid, etc.)

~ Fruit bowls with gelatin or puddings (sealed, needing NO refrigeration)

~ Chewing gum -- any kind, any flavor, any size

~ Instant breakfast powder (in packets)

SEASONAL ITEMS ARE WELCOMED IF THEY ARE WITHIN THE EXPIRATION DATE

SUGGESTED NON-FOOD ITEMS

~ Chemical hand and foot warmers (very thin in individual sealed envelopes, available in 

   sporting goods stores such Wiley’s – each lasts 6-8 hours)

~ Cough drops/lozenges, any kind or flavor

~ Disposable cameras

~ Personal hygiene products (in small to medium size packages) --  

   Q-tips

   body/foot powder (for inside boots, which they live in for weeks at a time)

   shower wash/gels (as near to odor-free as possible)     

   multi-vitamins with extra Vitamin C and/or calcium

   eye drops (not fancy ones, just for red-out or to make tears, etc.) 

~ Pain patches (i.e.,ThermaCare for neck, etc.), any brand with NO odor;

   Bactine individual pain cleansing wipes

~ Playthings (to pass time between bombings – they don’t have to be new if clean and in 

   good condition and have ALL pieces) –

   playing cards, sets of dice, mini-Backgammon, Parcheesi, Cribbage, yo-yos, Slinkys, 

   Silly Putty, packs of large balloons, bubbles (small jars – large ones cost too much to ship)

~ Stationery -- note cards, mini sketch pads, fine-line markers, etc.

   (No stamps -- those in combat zones have use of “FREE” mail)

~ Sunday newspaper comics, Parade sections, uplifting individual cartoons, 

   Guideposts magazines, Reader’s Digests (even if expired – small sizes are easier to

   handle and pass around)

Telephone calling cards are wonderful ONLY if purchased through AAFES.com or 

800-527-2345 or operationuplink.org.  They must be international cards! 

(Most telephone cards available locally are only usable within the 50 states.)

~ Ziplock bags, all sizes – are needed to keep items safe in transit

President’s Message





Well, I hope everyone has survived Election Day.  It certainly was memorable.    





Thank you to Sandra Brazelton for her high-energy presentation in October about “Surviving the Credit Crunch.”  You can tell that she is very passionate about helping people buy homes.  I also want to extend a thank you to everyone who placed an order through our Tastefully Simple fundraiser.  10% of the sales will go to the ASWA Huntsville Chapter Scholarship fund.





Also in October, we voted to change our regular monthly meeting night to the 3rd Tuesday of the month beginning in JULY 2009.  Informal Luncheons will also change to the first Thursday of the month beginning in JULY 2009.  This avoids the mid-month tax deadlines.





Sylvia Ayers, Carrie Tremko, and I just returned from the ASWA Joint National Conference in Dallas, Texas.  We attended several informative CPE sessions.  My personal favorite was one on the AICPA’s women’s initiatives where we learned that 37% of women will voluntarily leave the workforce (temporarily and/or  permanently). 45% will leave to care for small children.  24% will leave to care for aging family members.  An additional 30% will take a Flexible Work Arrangement.  On average, off-ramped professionals are out of the workforce for just 2.2 years, and 93% will try to re-enter the workforce.  Statistics show that only 74% succeed in getting a job and just 40% return to full-time work.  Only 5% of those who return, go back to the same company.  The AICPA believes that companies need to find ways to stay connected to those off-ramped employees to assist their re-entry into the job market.  It is a win-win for both parties.





Sylvia, Carrie, and I represented the Huntsville Chapter at the Annual Business Meeting in Dallas.  We discussed the 3 Bylaws changes at our October meeting and voted to send our delegates “informed.”  I wanted to let you know that Bylaw Amendment #1 passed, #2 failed, and #3 passed.  I will discuss the ramifications surrounding these changes at our November meeting.  





It has been a busy month, and as we get ready to head into the holiday season, I just want to remind everyone to make some time for themselves – go to the gym, get a pedicure, read a book, take a bubble bath - whatever you do to unwind.  I have found that I am a better colleague, wife, and mother when I take a few minutes for myself each day.
