The following e-mail was received by one of Stephanie Kingsford’s clients.  The client wanted to know how to respond.  Even the smartest people can sometimes be fooled by phishing attempts.  Please let your clients, friends, and family know that the IRS never sends e-mail correspondence.

 “This is Francis V. from the Refund Operations Department at Internal Revenue Service (United States Department of the Treasury).  After the last annual calculation of your fiscal activity we have determined that you are eligible to receive a tax refund of $103.82.  Please submit the tax refund request and allow us 2-4 days in order to process it.

A refund can be delayed for a variety of reason. For exemple (invalid records or  applying after the deadline).  The good news is that Internal Revenue Service will make this refund directly to your  visa and/or mastercard linked to your checking/savings account instead a check or a direct deposit.
